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Message from the Old Dart

| thought | would drop a line to Jeep News to let you know what we have been up to back here in the Old Dart
(as Jack Hicks would say) during the last 12 months or so.

2009 has been pretty busy, particularly with th& &8niversary of Normandy, and the liberation of Bethune, as
well as the first of a new show that Annie and | have been organising.

We started the year with the 6Operation Frostbitebb
This is a 25mile run from a nearby village, through the lanes of Kent, to a pub for a splendid lunch. We started
organising this run back in 1998, as a way get over the Christmas/New Year festivities, by getting out the
vehicles into the sharp winter weather. This year was particularly cold, with many of the lanes very icy as they
had not been gritted. Nevertheless it was great fun, with a turnout of some 50 military vehicles and about 130
people.

In March | organised, in conjunction with the Automobile Association (The AA) a Veteran Car and Military
Vehicle run from London to Sevenoaks in Kent. This was to commemorate tharitiQersary of the first

time ever that a body of troops had been moved by motor transport. Off'tierth 19009 the AA, in

conjunction with the War Office (now the Ministry of Defence), transported a battalion of 600 Guardsmen from
London to Hastings, in the AA members cars. This was an exercise that proved to the Government that troops
could be moved to a potential crisis point (invasion beach, for example) more rapidly than the more usual means
of horse drawn or even rail transport, with the use of motor vehicles. For the AA the benefit was the
demonstration to the Government that motor vehicle owners were responsible people willing to support the
country in time of crisis, as the Government of the time believed that motor vehicles and their owners were
dangerous and should be restrictatbt much change there in the last 100 years!! For the commemorative run
we managed to get a number of veteran cars of the pre 1909 period, along with miétzagtaes in period

uniforms, as well as British military vehicles dating from 1939 to the present day.

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June saw us in Normandy for thé"&nniversary of EDay commemorations. We took the CMP Chev (Blitz to

you) truck, along with 90 odd other WW?2 vehicles from our MV club. We stayed at a campsite very close to
Pegasus Bridge, and during the week we were there the Mayor of Benouville (the village containing Pegasus
Bridge) asked us to do a special parade of vehicles over the bridge on the afternoof! dfitree @hich we felt

very privileged to do. We also organised a couple of battle field tours for MV owners, and on one of these, we
were parked up on a road in the depths of Normandy, where | was explaining details of the battle to the group,
when a coach pulled up and disgorged about 30 modern German army soldiers who were doing the same
battlefield tour! We had a most interesting discussion with them, particularly as the battle involved the Germans
beating the Brits! What we really enjoy about these sort of trips to France is the opportunity to drive around the
French country lanes, which a virtually free of traffic, stopping in villages for refreshments and sampling the

local food and drink. We also find the French villagers most welcoming. We did see some of the vehicles that
the group from Oz had brought over to Normandy whilst driving about, but we did not get to meet them, as they
were camped about 50 miles away at the other end of the landing area. Another interesting encounter took place
when we visited one of the German bunker compl exes
been a 17 year old private in the German Army, stationed at the bunkeDay, nd who saw the landing craft
heading for the shore carrying the British troops who captured the bunker the next day. He spent the next 3
years as a POW in Canada and the UK. A most interesting chap.
